HAIR EXTENSIONS FAQ
How long do hair extensions last?

With proper care, a set of Great Length’s ® hair extensions can be worn up to six months. Thinner strands can last up to three months.
Do I have to do anything special to take care of my hair extensions?

Each Great Length ® client is given after care instructions.
We recommend the use of sulfate free shampoo and a natural boar bristle brush.   
Do I have to blow dry my hair when I have hair extensions?

It is highly recommended that you blow dry the bonds at low heat (how the hair extensions are attached to your hair) to prevent the bonds of the hair extension from breaking down and falling out prematurely. It is not necessary to blow dry the hair itself.
May I color my hair extensions?

The hair extension hair itself cannot be darkened and toned somewhat but drastic changes or lightening of the Great Lengths ® hair extensions should not be attempted.
May I still color my own natural hair?

Absolutely! However, because the extension hair color cannot be changed dramatically, you should not try to make such changes to your overall color while wearing Great Lengths ® hair extensions. 
How do I match the hair extension to my hair color?

The Great Lengths ® extension hair is available in a wide variety of colors and in most cases; several different colors will be used in order to achieve the most natural look. 
How much do hair extensions cost?
Cost for Great Lengths ® hair extensions vary depending on your needs.

Some clients are looking to add volume and fullness and not length to their hair, whereas some clients are looking for added length, more hair extensions must be added in order to maintain hair density from root to end.  Therefore, prices vary accordingly.  A consultation with one of our Great Length ® Technicians is the best way to find out which options are for you. 
Can I comb through my hair extensions? 
Yes, combing through your Great Length ® hair extensions is very important.  Although, combing through the bonds is not possible. We recommend going over the bond with a boar bristle brush in order to keep the hair around the bond from tangling with neighboring bonds.
Will wearing hair extensions damage my own natural hair?

The hair will remain healthy after use of Great Lengths ® hair extensions.  It is quite common that clients find their hair in a healthier state once the extensions are removed.  Proper bond size, brushing of the bonds and routine check-ups will keep the hair free from damage to your own natural hair.
Will my hair extensions need to be tightened?

Great Lengths ® hair extensions will grow out with your hair and are not required to be moved or re-tightened.
Will my hair extensions fall out when I have them in my hair?

After two weeks, there may be approximately 10 hairs which will fall out, caused by natural hair growth.  If taken care properly, there is less of a chance of your hair extensions falling out.
How long will it take to put my hair extensions in?

Time depends on the desired result.  Average time is approximately 5 hours. 
Are there maintenance costs for hair extensions?

No, there are no costs to maintain Great Lengths ® hair extensions.
What’s the first step? 


The first step in getting Great Lengths ® hair extensions is a consultation to see if you are a good candidate.  Then your hair color and texture will be matched.  After that an appointment will be scheduled with a deposit of 50% of the total cost. 
Why would I get hair extensions?

Great Lengths ® hair extensions are used to enhance lengthen and add volume to your hair.
Why shouldn’t I get hair extensions?

Great Lengths ® hair extensions shouldn’t be used on clients with Alopecia, a medical problem with hair loss or chemotherapy patients.
